I. INTRODUCTIONS

II. PRESENTATIONS
A. Mr. Cyr gave an update on the Site approval by the State Department of Education.

He also
passed out copies to the Building Committee and asked for their input as well.

Mr. Goodwin reported that May Fair at Lake Street School is coming up and the PR Committee will be
there to promote this project and answer questions. Mr. Cyr provided the committee with some maps to
display. Mr. Goodwin also noted that there have been some discussions about when to meet with the
PTO’s. There are not many meetings left before the end of the year and September is just as busy as the end
of the year. Mrs. Eretzian strongly suggested meeting with the PTO Presidents before the end of school year
to get on their agendas in September and start promoting this project.
